THE PLAINS ARE REALLY GREAT
Most of your time will be spent in The Nature Conservancy’s Platte River Prairies in central Nebraska.

You’ll live in a house at our field headquarters, where you will interact with visiting researchers,

volunteers, and others. Walk right out your door and into beautiful and diverse prairie, wetland, and

riverine habitats owned and managed by the Conservancy along the Platte River, totaling almost 4,000

acres. In addition, the area plays host to half a million Sandhill cranes and millions of other water birds

each spring - an internationally-recognized migratory phenomenon.  

You will also spend considerable time

working elsewhere. For example, you will

help with annual bison roundups and other

science and land stewardship work at the

Conservancy’s gorgeous and expansive

Niobrara Valley Preserve and learn the ins

and outs of fundraising, marketing, and

administration at the Omaha Field Office.

You’ll also take multiple trips around and

beyond the state to visit and learn from other

conservation projects.
