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We have set up network folders for each EE492 project.  One folder is intended for you and your 
teammates to keep your shared project data files (documentation, data sheets, software source 
code, etc.), and the other folder is where you will place your project web page(s). 
 
TO ACCESS THE SPACE FOR FILE STORAGE: 
 

1. Log onto a computer using the authenticated account that you listed on the signup sheet, 
i.e., your MSU domain account. 

2. Map the following network drive by right-clicking on My Computer: 
\\ohm\seniordesign .  If you are on a computer that you use on the network all the 
time, click the ‘reconnect at logon’ box. 

3. Once the mapped drive is connected, you will see all the project folders. 
4. You can put any files you want to share with your team in your assigned project 

directory.  The permissions should be set so that you can only save files in your own 
team’s project folder. 

 
TO ACCESS THE SPACE FOR YOUR PROJECT WEB PAGE: 
 

1. Look for the html folder in the mapped senior design network drive. 
2. There is a web folder for each project in the html folder, and a simple index.html 

file for your project.  Feel free to change the contents of that file, add additional files, 
include images, and so forth. 

3. There is an introductory page at URL: http://www.coe.montana.edu/ee/seniordesign 
which has links to the index.html file in each project web folder. 

4. Each individual project can also be linked via a direct URL to the project folder, e.g., 
http://www.coe.montana.edu/ee/seniordesign/canbus_video .
